ART Monthly Demo

Trivets with Devon Thibeault

This month Devon Thibeault demonstrated how he makes Trivets. His design is an 8” disk with intersecting rings cut from both sides. One side has one set of rings, the other has three smaller sets of rings spaced 120 degrees apart. Plans are available at woodonline.com or http://www.woodstore.net/trivetpursuit.html.

The disk is made of 2 plies with alternating grain for strength. Devon uses a round plexiglass template to mark the circle for cutting, then uses the template again with a router with flush trim bit to get the exact size.

The key to this project is a jig which holds the blank centered for making the single set of rings on one side, then for the other side there is a sliding portion which gives the necessary offset. The jig is made of two layers of MDF. The back layer is solid. The front layer has a sliding portion which is held between two side pieces. Screws with threaded inserts hold the slider in place. A hole is turned into the slider while centered at the “home” position. A piece of sandpaper glued at the bottom of the hole helps to prevent the blank from slipping, and four screws with washers ground at one side for clearance hold it in place. The jig has pre-marked angles for the smaller sets of rings. 

Devon uses a parting tool for all the cuts, and prefers the diamond profile for clearance. He marks the center and uses a gauge to mark the cut lines. Cut the single set of recesses for the front side, going half-way through to just reach the rear ply. Sand this side now.

Reverse the piece in the jig, to cut the three sets of smaller rings. Move the slider to the offset position and secure with screws. This design calls for a 1 ½” offset. Move the filler piece to the opposite side of the jig for balance. 

Mark, cut, and sand one set of recesses. Make sure the cuts intersect the single set of rings from the other side. Using the preset angles, move the piece to the second and third positions and cut those rings. 

Remove disk from jig, clean debris out with hobby knife. Mineral oil is a good finish, as the trivet could have a hot pan placed on it. Soak in mineral oil, which is odorless.

Experiment with different patterns and sets of rings.
